Radical Model:

While the development model recognizes the need for more equitable society, the radical model advocates the achievement of justice and equality through local transformation of the existing social order. An important aspect is its conscioustisation, raising the consciousness of oppressed people so that they become aware of the process of oppression and decrease there powerlessness.
 Radical social work emphasizes collective action through political participation action and community activity. Social workers / social activists deal with the social problems vis gender issues, rights of the oppressed, humans etc.
